Philippians: An encouraging letter telling how to have joy in Christ
Colossians: We are complete in Christ

1 Thessalonians: How to keep growing in faith, love, and hope

2 Thessalonians: Corrects some misunderstanding about the second coming
1 Timothy: Paul gives Timothy instruction on godly teaching and example
2 Timothy: Paul encourages Timothy to continue preaching the word
Titus: Paul tells Titus to appoint elders and to preach the word

Philemon: An appeal for a master to receive back an escaped slave
Hebrews: The things of Christ are superior to the Law of Moses
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James: Faith without works is dead

1 Peter: Hope will sustain us through trials

2 Peter: Knowledge will guard against error

1 John: An exhortation to love God and our fellowman

2 John: Warns against false teachers

3 John: Praises Gaius for his hospitality

Jude: Contend for the faith against false doctrine

Revelation: John sees visions of judgment against the persecutors
